Citation Guidelines

Here are step-by-step instructions for citing the information you find using your
ProQuest database. Ask your instructor which citation format (MLA, APA or
Turabian) is preferred.

MLA (Modern Language Association) Citation Format

month and year).

Detailed guidelines on documenting online sources are explained in the seventh edition of
the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers (2009) and the sixth edition of the
Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (2010). Since there is no
official Turabian standard for documenting online sources, the examples above provide only
one possible interpretation.
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
